Recently I met with some enlisted personnel 
stationed on the US Coast Guard buoy tender 
Bluebell.  Bluebell the ship and its crew have 
responsibility for the navigation aides on the 
Columbia and Snake Rivers from Astoria to 
Lewiston.  A few years back, the Fort Vancouver Sail 
and Power Squadron through the Adopt-a-Chart 
Program, accepted responsibility for reporting on the 
section of the Columbia River from the Interstate-
Five Bridge upstream to Bonneville Dam (Chart 
18531). 
 

I would like to propose that we focus on collecting 
and then reporting information in our Adopted area, 
in conjunction with the planned July cruise to Beacon 
Rock.  There are still twelve ranges above Camas 
that have not been checked on within the last three 
years.  We could also check the condition and 
general position of the channel buoys.  It would be 
interesting to do some Depth Survey work in the 
Beacon Rock moorage area to determine if there are 
significant changes from the information we find on 
our chart.  What I have suggested is a way to satisfy 
our commitment to NOS, learn something in the 
process and have some fun while doing it.  Please 
let me know soon if you have an interest in doing 
some Coop Charting activities along with our July 
cruise.  If so, I will get to work lining out the areas 
where we need the information to report.
