Instructor Certification Policy: In order to provide the highest
level of public boating instruction as well as to its members,
USPS is requiring that by January 1, 2006, all instructors of
USPS basic boating safety courses offered to the public must be
certified. The method for obtaining certification is to successfully
complete the USPS Instructor Development (ID) Course.
Successful completion will result in the issuance of a USPS
Instructor’'s Certificate valid for 4 years from the date of ID
course completion.

It is highly recommended that all USPS instructors take the ID
course, whether they are teaching a public course or member
courses. Members with specific pre-qualifications may request
an initial four-year certification without completing the ID course.
Contact your SEO for the specific pre-qualifications.
