Working to set up chairs and tables at 
a squadron function, teaching or proctoring a class, doing 
vessel safety checks, working at a fund raiser or promotional 
event, even time spent co-op charting is counted towards 
your merit mark.

SAFETY MESSAGE

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I recently read an article in Yachting that I would like to pass 
along (with a few editorial comments.) It is a third set of 
RULES OF THE ROAD. We are all familiar with COLREGS, 
the International regulations for preventing collisions at sea. 
We know about Inland and we know about Outer Coastal 
and High Seas Rules. What then could be the third set of 
rules? Well Chris Caswell in Yachting lists them as his own. 
We would do well to heed his eleven rules. 
 

1. Big boats always have the right of way. (A tug and tow 
pushing ahead would not even notice if they ran over you) 

 

2. Always assume they don’t see you. (What’s the use of 
being DEAD RIGHT)  

 

3. Make course changes early and substantial (The other guy 
must KNOW that you have changed course.) 

 

4. When in doubt slow down. (Take time to think and make a 
correct move) 

 

5. Boats on your right are right.(Remember your danger 
zone) 

 

6. Keep right (alter course to starboard and pass port to 
port.) 

 

7. Over takers stay clear (Slow down and be mindful of your 
wake) 

 

8. Know the flow (particularly where we boat on the river 
remember “down bound “ has rights.) 

 

9. Remember to honk. (Your horn is not just to celebrate, use 
it to signal your intentions) 

 

10. Don’t fight for rights, (Remember the story of the light- 
house keeper) 

 

11. PLAY NICE (The sea is no place for “Road Rage” even if 
the other guy went through your anchorage doing 20 knots 
and spilled you margarita.) PLAY NICE. 

 

These eleven rules have been paraphrased but you get the 
idea. See you all next month.

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One could start off this month’s article by saying Happy 
New Year and a BIG Congratulations to District 32 and its 
Squadron members for their Cooperative Charting 
accomplishments. The Cooperative Charting “year” runs 
from April 1st through March 31st of the following calendar 
year.  District 32 finished fourth in the nation with last year’s 
efforts accumulating 24,514 credits.  Of that total, one man, 
Shamus O’Flaherty of the St. Helens Squadron accounted 
for 13,126 credits and finished the year fourth in the nation 
in individual standings. Fort Vancouver Sail & Power 
Squadron finished sixteenth in the nation with 7,357 credits, 
led by Bob Cravens (3,375 credits) and Phyllis Sines (2,582 
credits).  All three of the mentioned individuals were ranked 
in the “Top 75” in the nation. 
 

Activities in the Cooperative Charting Program of the United 
States Power Squadrons isn’t just about searching for and 
documenting geodetic markers, or PIDs as they are known.  
The Program is a major public service conducted in close 
coordination with the Marine Chart Division, National Ocean 
Service, National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration 
of the U.S. Department of Commerce.  Under it, USPS 
members supply information to the Marine Chart Division of 
NOS/NOAA leading to corrections to nautical charts, small 
craft charts, and Coast Pilot publications. They also supply 
data on depth surveys, range status, and yes, geodetic 
marks. 
 

“Nautical Cooperative Charting” is that part of the program 
in which the USPS observer compares the contents of NOS 
charts with the real world and then reports information for 
updating and verifying chart features.   This can include: 
Aids to Navigation; Bridges; Depth Legends; Geographic 
Names; Landmarks; Overhead Cables; Docks; Piles or 
Dolphins; Rocks; Shoals; Signs/Markers; Wrecks, etc.” 
 

“Small Craft Facilities are marinas, boatyards, and other 
marine facilities that service small nautical craft.  They 
appear on Small Craft Charts, Great Lakes charts, and in 
Coast Pilot publications.  It is important for operators of 
small nautical craft to be able to become aware of the 
location and services provided by these facilities, hence, 
the inclusion of these facilities on appropriate NOS charts. 
Due to budgetary constraints, NOS no longer performs 
Small Craft Facility surveys. Currently, USPS is, by far, the 
principal supplier to NOS of updated information on them.”  
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
“Since NOS is able only to do depth surveying primarily in 
high-traffic commercial areas, little of their depth survey work 
has been or will be taking place in recreational boating 
areas. If any new depth information in recreational boating 
areas is to appear on NOS charts, it will probably have to 
come mainly from USPS participants.” 
 

What I want to point out is the variety of different activities 
we as Squadron members can participate in as part of the 
Cooperative Charting Program.  It can be an outing for family 
and friends.   It can be done as part of your vacation or as 
just a planned activity.  Later this year there will be some 
seminar training as well as field activities for your 
participation.  Let’s think how we could incorporate some 
Cooperative Charting while participating in other Squadron 
activities like our cruises.  Maybe perform some charting 
activity while attending the many Lewis and Clark Corps of 
Discovery programs that will be happening in our area.
